RESOLUTION NUMBER 61-2009
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING INTENT TO SELL PERSONAL PROPERTY NOT NEEDED FOR PUBLIC USE, IS OBSOLETE OR UNFIT FOR THE USE FOR WHICH IT WAS ACQUIRED, BY INTERNET AUCTION

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Springfield Township, Hamilton County, Ohio, met in Regular Session on the 9th day of June 2009 at the Springfield Township Administration Building, 9150 Winton Road with the following members present:

Trustee Tom Bryan moved for the adoption of the following Resolution 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has, from time to time, personal property belonging to Springfield Township which property is no longer needed for public use, is obsolete, or is unfit for the use for which it was acquired; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has experienced difficulty in the past selling such property by traditional auctions because such auctions do not generally reach potential buyers for such property who do not reside in the State of Ohio or near the auction location; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees desires to sell personal property belonging to Springfield Township which property is no longer needed for public use, is obsolete, or is unfit for the use for which it was acquired for the highest price and in as timely a fashion as possible so as to maximize the economic benefit of the sale to the Township; and

WHEREAS, R.C. 505.10(D) authorizes the sale of such property by internet auction; and

WHEREAS, authorizing the sale of such property by internet auctions will allow the Township to access a larger number of bidders in a shorter time period than traditional auctions. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that Springfield Township intends to sell personal property, including motor vehicles, road machinery, equipment, tools, or supplies, regardless of value, which is not needed for public use, is obsolete, or is unfit for the use for which it was acquired by internet auction.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that such internet auctions shall be conducted by a representative for Springfield Township, including but not limited to web brokers and established internet auction websites.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that such internet auctions shall be conducted according to the requirements of R.C. 505.10(D) and by providing a description (and a photograph where available) of the item to be auctioned, and by establishing a minimum bid amount, and the cost of delivery, where applicable.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that such internet auctions shall be conducted by specifically stating any terms and conditions of the bidding or the sale, including but not limited to whether the item must be picked-up or delivered.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the bidding on any personal property auctioned via internet auctions shall take place for fifteen (15) days, including Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the personal property auctioned via internet auctions shall be sold to the highest, qualified bidder at the conclusion of the auction and that the highest, qualified bidder shall be required to pay for the property at the auctioned price and to comply with any other conditions or terms of sale established for any particular item of personal property no later than ten (10) days after the conclusion of the auction.  Payment for personal property auctioned via internet auction shall be made by cash, certified check, money order, or credit/debit card.  A service charge of 3% of the final bid amount shall be added to all credit/debit payments to cover the administrative fee for such payments.  Only Visa, Mastercard, and Discover Card will be accepted.  No other forms of payment will be accepted. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following additional terms and conditions apply to the auction of vehicles.  Vehicles shall be sold as-is, without any warranties, including warranty of fitness for a particular purpose.  Vehicles listed for auction will be available for viewing by contacting the Springfield Township Administrative Offices for an appointment during normal business hours.  Title transfer and payment of all sales taxes and transfer fees will be the responsibility of the successful bidder.  A notarized title will be provided to the successful bidder at the time of pick-up.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that failure of the highest, qualified bidder to pay for the property at the auctioned price and in compliance with any other conditions or terms of sale within the ten (10) days established above shall be grounds to void the auction, to refuse to sell the property to the highest, qualified bidder, and to reclaim the property. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in the event the Township reclaims the auctioned property as a result of the highest, qualified bidder’s failure to comply with the terms and conditions stated above, the Township reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to sell the property to the next-highest qualified bidder, to re-auction the property, or to remove the property from auction entirely. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in the event the Township reclaims the auctioned property as a result of the highest, qualified bidder’s failure to comply with the terms and conditions stated above or in the event that there are no bidders for the auctioned property who meet the terms and conditions established for the auction,, the Township reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to dispose of the property, without auction, as permitted by R.C. 505.10(B).
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that after adoption of this Resolution, the Board of Trustees shall publish, in a newspaper of general circulation in the township, notice of its intent to sell unneeded, obsolete, or unfit-for-use township personal property by internet auction. The notice shall include a summary of the information provided in the resolution and shall be published at least once. The published notice shall include a statement that the Township’s internet auction policy is available for review on its website and shall include the domain name of the Township’s website as well as directions on how to view the internet auction policy.  This notice shall be posted continually throughout the calendar year in a conspicuous place in the board's office and posted continually throughout the calendar year on the Springfield Township web site.
